NOMINATED HELPER - For each rider a nominated helper will need to be listed on the entry form
with name and phone number. The morning of the event the rider and nominated helper are to report to
our committee when they collect their back number. Please note NO HELPER, NO RIDE.

MULTIPLE HORSES - A rider with more than one horse in the same class must abide by the draw.
No classes will be held up to accommodate riders with two horses.
No refunds will be given for riders who have not been able to participate in each phase.

QUALIFICATIONS - Riders must be bona fide members of the club which they represent in all inter-
club competitions.

CANTEEN - Full canteen will be available on the day. EFTPOS Available
WATER - Riders are required to bring their own water for horses
